Suggested Time Schedule: 10 Sessions/Classes

e After greeting the students and taking their attendance, ask them to
talk about their family members.

their notebooks.

Let’s Draw/Colour

e Encourage the students to draw the pictures given in the textbook
with the help of dots and colour them.

e Ensure the involvement of students through peer work or group
work.
