* 15 marks for working knowledge of any one raga and any
one taal. (with one Dhrupad or one Vilambhit Khayal)

* 5 marks for oral and practical test of folk songs, Vande
Mataram (on Harmonium).

4. There will be multiple assessment for internal assessment as
follows.

* Two SAT exams will be conducted, which will have a
weightage of 4 marks for the final internal assessment.

* A half yearly test will be conducted which will have a
weightage of 2 marks for final internal assessment.

* A pre board exam will be conducted which will have a
weightage of 2 marks for final internal assessment.




* Subject teacher will evaluate for CRP (Classroom
Participation) for 2 marks and will give maximum 2 marks.

* A project work will be done by the students for 5 marks
which will have a weightage of 5 marks for final internal
assessment.

* 5 marks will be awarded as per the attendance of the
student for 5 marks.

Above 75% to 80% = 1 marks
Above 80% to 85% = 2 marks
Above 85% to 90% = 3 marks
Above 90% to 95% = 4 marks

Above 95% = 5 marks
