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Suggested Pedagogical Processes

Learning Outcomes

The learner may be provided opportunities
in pairs/groups/ individually and encouraged
to:

» sing or recite collectively songs or poems
or rhymes with action

» ask simple questions, for example, on
characters, places, the sequence of events
in the story, etc. (Ensure clear lip movement
for children with hearing impairment to lip
read.)

» speak and write English, talk to their peers
in English, relating to festivals and events
at homes and schools.

» enrich vocabulary in English mainly through
telling and re-telling stories/folk tales.

* use appropriately pronouns related to
gender such as 'he', 'she', 'his', 'her', and
demonstrative pronouns such as 'this', 'that',
these', 'those'; and prepositions such as
'before', 'between' etc.

*» read cartoons/ pictures/comic strips with
or without words independently.

» write 2-3 sentences describing common
events using adjectives, prepositions and
sight words like "This is my dog. It is a big
dog. It runs behind me."
