A declaration was made about the willingness to marry, the
bride's parents giving their consent to the marriage. Then a gift was given by
groom's people to the bride’s people. When the wedding took place, gifts were
exchanged by both parties.

As far as town planning is concerned, there was a lac of town planning in
the cities of Mesopotamia. The streets in the city of Ur were found to be
narrow. There was complete lac of drainage system. People seem to have swept
all their household refuse into the streets, to be trodden underfoot. This made
street level rise, and overtime the thresholds of houses had also to be raised so
that no mud would flow Inside after the rain.

Many types of Superstitions were prevalent among the people. There
were Superstitions about houses recorded in omen tablet at Ur: a raised
threshold brought wealth a front door that did not open towords another house
was lucky.
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Answer 30 The beginning of modern China is considered to be from 16" and
17" century, when its first encounter with the west. Christian Missionaries
brought western science like astronomy and mathematics here. Its immediate
impact was limited but it marked the beginning of things that gained momentum
in the nineteenth century. The first opium war was fought between China and
England in 1839-42, which was fought by Britain to increase the profitable opium
trade. This war undermined the rulling Qing dynasty and strengthened demand
for reform and change.

Qing reformed such as kang youwei and Liang Qichao realised the need to
ctrenthen the system and Initiated policies to build a medern administrative
system. The negative example of colonised muniries worked powerfully on
chinese thinkers. Example of colonised India was they. Chinese thinker Liang
Qichao believed that only by making people aware of one nation, China would
be able to oppose the west. He wrote that India was a country that was
destroyed by East India company.

Education also played vital role in modermnizing China. Students were sent
to study in foreign countries like Japan, Britain and france and bring back new

ideas. They not only brought back new ideas but many become leading

republicans.
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The ideclogy of communist party of China also played its role in the
meoderization in China, This party wanted to end age old inequality and drive out
foreigners. [

Japan, The process of Iindustrialization in Japan was responsible for the
modernising the economy Ministry of Industry in Japan was establish in 1870.
Textile machinery was imported from Europe. Foregin Technicians were
employed to train workers. Japanes students were sent abroad. Another
important elements for the modernization of the Japanese economy Was the
establishment of banks. In 1872, modern banking institutions were launched
companies like Mitsubishi and seemetomo were helped through subsidies and
tax benefits to become major ship builders so that Japanes trade was from now
on camed in Japanes Ships, Zalbatsu (large business organisation controlled by
individual families) dominated the economy till after the second world war.
During this period population of Japan was Increasing rapidly. Population of
Japan was 35 million in 1872, which increased to 55 million in 1920, To reduce
population pressure the govt. activily encouraged migration. With the
development of industries people came to cities. By 1925, 21 percent of the
population lived in cities; by 1935, this figure had gone up to 32 percent. The
agricultural system in Japan also Improved. Funds were raised by levying an
Agricultural Tax. Railways also contributed siginificantly to the moderization of
Japan's economy. Japan's first railway line, between Tokyo and port of
Yokahama, was build in 1870-72.
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Answer 32 The city of Marl was located in the grasy plains along the bank of
guphrates.

Mari was a famous trading centre. Located on Euphrates in Prime Position
for trade — in wood, copper, tin, ofl, wine and various other goods that were
carried in box along the Euphrates — between the south and mineral rich uplands
of Turkey. Boats carrying grinding stones, woods and wine and oil jars would
stop at Mari. Officers of this town would inspect and livy a charge of about one
tenth the value of the goods. Although the Kingdom of Mari was not militarily
strong, it was exceptionally prosperous.

The rulers here respected the sentiments of the different communities
living here. Amorites ruler also built a temple of Dagan God In Mari,
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Answer 32 Christians had believed that the earth was singful place and heavy

burden of sin made it immobile. The earth stood at the centre of the universe
around which moved the celestial planets. Copernieus asserted that the planets
including the earth, rotate around the sun. A devout Christian, Copernicus was
afraid of the possible reaction to his theory by traditionalist clergyman for this
reason, he did not want his manuscript, ‘De revolutions bus’ to be printed. On
his death bed, he gave it to his follower, Joachim Rhetieus. It took time for
people to accept this idea. More than half century later, in fact — that the
difference between heaven and earth was bridged through the writings of
astronomers like Johannes Kepler and Galileo Galilel. The theory of the earth as
part of sun centred system was made popular by Kepler's ‘cosmographical
mystery’ which demonstrate that the planets move around the sun not in circle
but in ellipses. Galileo confirmed the notion of the dynamic world in his work
"The Motion’. This revolution in surface reached its climax with issac Newton's
theory of gravitation.
