The Japanese Language is one of the most widely spoken languages in the world and is the
official language of Japan.

Special feature of Japanese Language:

The Japanese language is based on five vowel sounds a,i,u,e,0. All
spoken sounds are derived from these five vowels. They are used

alone or are attached to either a consonant or consonant plus semi vowel.
The exception to this is a special Mora [n] which is not followed by vowels.
mora is a unit of sound in Japanese. There are some letters like ga, za, da ,ba , pa which are
Gerived by adding [ // tenten] or [ ‘0’ maru] to the sounds ka,sa,ta,ha.

(" General features of Japanese: )

*Word Order — It is Subject-Object-Verb (SOV) which is similar to Marathi or Hindi word
order.

*Predicate — There are three types of predicates in Japanese, noun, verb and adjectives.
There are 2 types of adjectives.Adjectives ending with “I “and adjectives ending with
“Na”. The Verbs do not get affected by either number or gender.

*Particle — A particle plays an important role in the Japanese language. It is used to show
the grammatical relation between subject object and verb.It helps to convey the meaning.

Katakana is a Japanese syllabary, one component of the Japanese writing system along
with hiragana, kanji, and in some cases the Latin script (known as rOmaji).

*The word Katakana means “fragmentary kana”, as the Katakana script is derived from
components or fragments of more complex kanji.

*Katakana Script is most often used for transcription of words from foreign languages. For
example, “television” is written 7 L £ (terebi). Similarly, Katakana script is usually used for
country names, foreign places, and foreign personal names. For example, the United States
is usually referred to as 77 4') 77 America.

*Katakana script is also used for onomatopoeia,words used to represent sounds . For example,
b2 k>/(Tonton),sound of door knocking, 7>7>(Wanwan),dog barking.

*Technical and scientific terms, such as the names of animals and plant species and
minerals are also commonly written in Katakana script.

EFKanji

About Kanji
Kanji CEZ) is one of the three scripts used in the Japanese language. Kanji script consists

of Chinese characters, which were first introduced to Japan in the 5th century via Korea.

Until 5th Century the Japanese language itself had no written form. In the 5th century
Japanese Buddhist monks brought the Chinese text written in the Chinese language i.e. in
Kanji(ideograms) to Japan. Since then Japan adopted Kanji Script.

Kanjis are ideograms, i.e. each character has its own meaning and

== 5 corresponds to a word. By combining kanji characters, more words
% .E.a_ are created and these words are called as “Jukugo”. For example,

the combination of “electricity (&) ” with “car (2)” means “&
B —Densha”it means “train”.

Kanji Reading

When adopting the characters, the Japanese not only introduced the characters’ original
Chinese pronunciations, but also associated them with the corresponding, native Japanese
words and their pronunciations/reading. As a result, most of the kanji characters have two

readings, (On yomi- Chinese Reading. This is shown in Katakana) and (kun yomi-Japanese
Reading.This is shown in Hiragana)

The Kun-reading (kun-yomi &lI|Z%t # ) is the native Japanese reading associated with the
meaning of a Kanji. Every kanji has 3D effect i.e. Meaning, On reading and Kun reading.

Kanjis are used for writing nouns, adjectives, adVerbs and Verbs. But unlike the Chinese
language, Japanese language cannot be written entirely in kanji. For grammatical endings
and words without corresponding kanji the Hiragana syllables are used they are called
“Okurigana”. See the example below.

Number of Kanji Characters

There are approximately ten thousand of kanji characters, of which 2000 to 3000 are
required to understand newspapers. A set of 2136 characters has been officially declared as
the “kanji for everyday use requried”.

Stroke Order

Each kanji character consists of stroke order (hitsujun 2/ ). The rules for stroke order were
developed to facilitate writing and reading, and also to give a Kanji character a balanced
and esthetical appearance.

As a general rule, Kanji characters are written from left to the right and from the top to the
bottom. General rules to write kanji characters:
