














Have you ever seen people in your area helping each other?

Why do people live together in a neighbourhood?

Imagine living in a place where there were no other houses or
people around. How would it be? For example, whom would
you play with? With whom would you celebrate festivals and
special days? Would you be scared?

People face a lot of difficulties when they lose people from their
family, or their houses and belongings. In newspapers of the
last one month, look for news related to such disasters —
earthquakes, floods, fire, cyclones, etc., in different parts of the
world. Collect these news reports and paste them in your
notebook.

Make your own report which mentions the following:
- Cause of the disaster, date and time
- What kind of damage did it cause — to lives, belongings,
livelihoods?
- Which people came forward to help? Which government
offices or other groups?
If there is no rain, crops can fail and there can be a drought.
But food for people can be brought from other places so that
there is no famine, which means people don’t have to stay
hungry, and they don’tdie of hunger.
Have people in your area ever got affected by famine or
drought? Find such reports of different countries from
newspapers. Make your own report.
