A democracy must ensure that individuals have certain rights and that the government will always recognise

these rights. Therefore, it is often a practice in most democratic countries to list the rights of citizens in Consti-

tution itself. Such a list of rights mentioned and protected by the Constitution is called the ‘Bill ofrights’. A bill

of rights prohibits government from thus acting agains the rights of individuals and ensure a remedy in case

there is violation of these rights.

From whom does a Constitution protect the rights of the individual ? The rights of a person may be threatened

by another person or private organisation. In such a situation, the individual would need the protection of the

government. So, it is necessary that the government is bound to protect the rights of the individual. On the

other hand, the organs of the government (the legislature, executive, bureaucracy or even the judiciary) in the

course of their functioning, may violate the rights of the person.
