“We are not going just to copy”

This is what Jawaharlal Nehru said in his famous speech of 13 December, 1946 :
...We say that it is our firm and solemn resolve to have an independent sovereign
republic. India is bound to be sovereign, it is bound to be independent and it is
bound to be a republic... Now, some friends have raised the question : “Why have
you not put in the word ‘democratic’ here ?” Well, I told them that it is
conceivable, of course, that a republic may not be democratic but the whole of our
past is witness to this fact that we stand for democratic institutions. Obviously we
are aiming at democracy and nothing less than a democracy. What form of
democracy, what shape it might take is another matter. The democracies of the
present day, many of them in Europe and elsewhere, have played a great part in
the world’s progress. Yet it may be doubtful if those democracies may not have to
change their shape somewhat before long if they have to remain completely
democratic. We are not going just to copy, I hope, a certain democratic procedure
or an institution of a so-called democratic country. We may improve upon it. In
any event whatever system of government we may establish here must fit in with
the temper of our people and be acceptable to them. We stand for democracy. It
will be for this House to determine what shape to give to that democracy, the
fullest democracy, I hope. The House will notice that in this Resolution, although
we have not used the word “democratic” because we thought it is obvious that the
word “republic” contains that word and we did not want to use unnecessary words
and redundant words, but we have done something much more than using the
word. We have given the content of democracy in this Resolution and not only the
content of democracy but the content, if I may say so, of economic democracy in
this Resolution. Others might take objection to this Resolution on the ground that
we have not said that it should be a Socialist State. Well, I stand for Socialism
and, I hope, India will stand for Socialism and that India will go towards the
constitution of a Socialist State and I do believe that the whole world will have to
go that way.

The growth of Mughal Empire in managing their resources is as follows:
i.  The abundance of land, available labour and the mobility of peasants
accounted for the expansion of agriculture.
ii.  Agriculture was labour intensive, but peasants used technologies that
often harnessed cattle energy.

iii. There were two major seasonal cycles, the kharif (autumn) and the
rabi (spring).

iv.  Most regions, except the most arid or inhospitable, produced a
minimum of two crops a year (do-fasla).

v.  Areas where rainfall or irrigation provided continuous supply of water,
even gave three crops. This ensured an enormous variety of produce.

vi.  Land revenue was the mainstay of the Mughal Empire.

The more commercialised the product, the greater the demand for
women’s labour to produce it.

Peasant and artisan women worked in the fields and in the houses of
their employers

Ibn Battuta came to India in the fourteenth century while Bernier came
in the seventh century.

Battuta came from Morocco while Bernier was from France.

Battuta belonged to a well-educated family known for their expertise in
Sharia. While Bernier was a doctor, philosopher and a historian.

Ibn Battuta is known as the ‘globe trotter’ due to his love for travelling.
Bernier served as a physician in the Mughal court to Emperor Dara
Shukoh.

Ibn Battuta recorded his observations about new cultures, people,
beliefs and values. Bernier came from a different intellectual tradition,
he describes India in binary opposition to Europe.

Ibn Battuta described Indian cities like Delhi and Daulatabad as
places full of opportunities. Bernier is preoccupied with comparing and
contrasting India with France and rest of the Europe.

Bernier held crown ownership of land responsible for the poverty of
the Indian peasants. lbn Battuta highlighted the unfamiliar to create
interest.

(a) Zamindars resisted in the following ways.

Faced with high revenue demand and possible auction of their
estates, they devised ways of surviving the pressures.

Fictitious sale was one such strategy.

The Raja of Burdwan, transferred some of his zamindari to his mother.
Zamindars transferred property in the name of women.

Their agents manipulated the auctions.

The revenue demand was withheld, and wunpaid balances
accumulated.

During the auction, zamindar's men bought the property, outbidding
other purchasers.

Then they refused to pay up the purchase money, so the estate had to
be resold.

This process was repeated again and again.

In the end the estate was sold at a low price back to the zamindar.
The zamindar never paid the full revenue demand.

The Company failed to recover the unpaid balances.

Such transactions happened on a grand scale.

When people from outside the zamindari bought an estate at an
auction, they could not always take possession.

At times they were attacked by lathyals of the former zamindar.
Sometimes even the ryots resisted the entry of outsiders. They were
loyal to the old zamindars.
