“We are not going just to copy”

This is what Jawaharlal Nehru said in his famous speech of 13 December, 1946 :
...We say that it is our firm and solemn resolve to have an independent sovereign
republic. India is bound to be sovereign, it is bound to be independent and it is
bound to be a republic... Now, some friends have raised the question : “Why have
you not put in the word ‘democratic’ here ?” Well, I told them that it is
conceivable, of course, that a republic may not be democratic but the whole of our
past is witness to this fact that we stand for democratic institutions. Obviously we
are aiming at democracy and nothing less than a democracy. What form of
democracy, what shape it might take is another matter. The democracies of the
present day, many of them in Europe and elsewhere, have played a great part in
the world’s progress. Yet it may be doubtful if those democracies may not have to
change their shape somewhat before long if they have to remain completely
democratic. We are not going just to copy, I hope, a certain democratic procedure
or an institution of a so-called democratic country. We may improve upon it. In
any event whatever system of government we may establish here must fit in with
the temper of our people and be acceptable to them. We stand for democracy. It
will be for this House to determine what shape to give to that democracy, the
fullest democracy, I hope. The House will notice that in this Resolution, although
we have not used the word “democratic” because we thought it is obvious that the
word “republic” contains that word and we did not want to use unnecessary words
and redundant words, but we have done something much more than using the
word. We have given the content of democracy in this Resolution and not only the
content of democracy but the content, if I may say so, of economic democracy in
this Resolution. Others might take objection to this Resolution on the ground that
we have not said that it should be a Socialist State. Well, I stand for Socialism
and, I hope, India will stand for Socialism and that India will go towards the
constitution of a Socialist State and I do believe that the whole world will have to
go that way.

The growth of Mughal Empire in managing their resources is as follows:

The abundance of land, available labour and the mobility of peasants
accounted for the expansion of agriculture.

Agriculture was labour intensive, but peasants used technologies that
often harnessed cattle energy.

There were two major seasonal cycles, the kharif (autumn) and the rabi
(spring).

Most regions, except the most arid or inhospitable, produced a minimum
of two crops a year (do-fasla).

Areas where rainfall or irrigation provided continuous supply of water,
even gave three crops. This ensured an enormous variety of produce.
Land revenue was the mainstay of the Mughal Empire.

It was vital for the state to create an administrative apparatus to ensure
control over agricultural production, and to fix and collect revenue from
across the empire.

This apparatus included the office (daftar) of the diwan who was
responsible for supervising the fiscal system of the empire.

Revenue officials and record keepers became a decisive agent in
shaping agrarian relations.

The land revenue arrangements consisted of two stages — first
assessment and then actual collection.

The jama was the amount assessed, while hasil was the amount
collected.

Vibrant trade brought in huge amounts of silver bullion into India.

This was good for India as it did not have natural resources of silver.

The period between the sixteenth and eighteenth centuries was marked
by a remarkable stability in the availability of metal currency, particularly
the silver rupiya in India.

This led to minting of coins and the circulation of money in the economy.
The Mughal state was able to collect taxes and revenue in cash.

This is what Jawaharlal Nehru said in his famous speech of 13 December,
1946 :

..We say that it is our firm and solemn resolve to have an independent
sovereign republic. India is bound to be sovereign, it is bound to be
independent and it is bound to be a republic..[l Nowl[] some friends have
raised the question: “Why have you not put in the word ‘democratic’ here ?”
Well | told them that it is conceivable, of course, that a republic may not be
democratic but the whole of our past is witness to this fact that we stand for
democratic institutions. Obviously we

are aiming at democracy and nothing less than a democracy. What form of
democracy, what shape it might take is another matter. The democracies of the
present day, many of them in Europe and elsewhere, have played a great part
in the world’s progress. Yet it may be doubtful if those democracies may not
have to change their shape somewhat before long if they have to remain
completely democratic. We are not going just to copy, | hope, a certain
democratic procedure

or an institution of a so-called democratic country. We may improve upon it. In
any event whatever system of government we may establish here must fit in
with the temper of our people and be acceptable to them. We stand for
democracy. It will be for this House to determine what shape to give to that
democracy, the fullest democracy, | hope. The House will notice that in this
Resolution, although we have not used the word “democratic’ because we
thought it is obvious that the word “republic” contains that word and we did not
want to use unnecessary words and redundant words, but we have done
something much more than using the word. We have given the content of
democracy in this Resolution and not only the content of democracy but the
content, if 1 may say so, of economic demaocracy in this Resolution. Others
might take objection to this Resolution on the ground that we have not said that
it should be a Socialist State. Well, | stand for Socialism and, | hope, India will
stand for Socialism and that India will go towards the
