5. For internal assessment :

The periodic evaluation will be as follows:

For 6 marks - Three SET exams will be conducted which
will have a weightage of 06 marks for the final internal
assessment.

For 2 marks - A half-yearly examination will be
conducted which will have a weightage of 02 marks for
the final internal assessment.

For 02 marks - The subject teacher will evaluate for TET
(class room participation) and give a maximum of 02
marks.

For 05 marks - A project work will be done by the
students which will have a weightage of 05 marks for the
final internal assessment.

For 05 marks - 05 marks will be awarded as per the
attendance of the student.
