To ensure food safety, the government made
many rules and regulations from time to time,
which gradually started appearing very
complicated from the food industry. Therefore,
a need has been felt to integrate all these rules
to regulate food quality. For this purpose, the
government of India established the food safety
and standard authority of India (FSSAI) in the

year 2006.

There are mainly three methods of stain

removal:

1.Solvent method: this method is mostly used
to remove soluble stains. Commonly used
solvents are turpentine oil, acetone, spirit etc.
2.Chemical method: the stains which are not
easily removed are removed with the help of
chemicals. These substances bleach the stains.
Commonly used chemicals are Hydrogen
Peroxide, Sodium Perborate, Oxalic acid etc.
3.Absorbent method: the stains and spots in
the clothes which cannot be washed are
removed by this method. Commonly used
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29

absorbents are talcum powder, chalky soil,
flour, salt etc.

1. Before handling woolen clothes, they should
be thoroughly dusted with a brush.

2. Dirty clothes should be washed or dry
cleaned.

3. Clothes should not be kept in humid
conditions or humid places.

4. When closed inside the boxes, keep
naphthalene balls, camphor or dried neem
leaves in them.

Estimating the expenditure according to the
income of the family is called budget. Family
budget is a thoughtful estimation of the future
income and expenditure of the family. This
budget can be of three types:

1. Savings budget

2. Balanced budge

3. Deficit budget

1.Imitation: initially the child acquires socially
accepted behavior by imitating the behavior of
his family members.

2.Identifying oneself with one’s parents and
elders. Child identifies himself with his parents
or elder brother. Child starts imitation their
behavior, dress or way of talking.

3.Reward and punishment: the experience of
reward, praise or punishment given by the
family and school in return of any behavior
teaches children about expected and desired
behavior.

Adolescence is a period of rapid development
which children move towards adulthood. In
this, boys start looking like young men and
girls start looking like young women.
Characteristics of adolescence:

1. This is a period of sexual awakening.

2. Adolescence is a period of ambiguousness.
3. Change in behavior.

4. Wish of freedom.

5. Exuberance of imagination

1. Active Play: these games require more
energy to play. For example: Running and
jumping.
2. Passive play: in these games, the child feels
pleasure by watching others play, like watching
a match on the television or being happy seeing
other players playing in the field.
3. Natural play: the child plays as a result of
his normal reaction like clapping, giggling etc
4. Serious play: these games require
intelligence, cleverness, strategy and
concentration to play, like chess, scribble,
crossword etc.

Keeping in view the principle of nutrition
fulfilling the nutritional needs of all the
members of the family through delicious and
elegantly served food (which is planned in
advance) in a limited budget is called diet
planning.
Importance of meal planning:
1. Fulfillment of nutritional requirement
2. Variety in meal
3. Fulfillment of additional nutritional needs
4. Saving of time, energy and fuel
5. Availability of balanced and tasty food as
per the budget
6. Proper use of leftover food items
7. Food as per the preferences of family
members
