The origin of the Bravery Award dates back to 2 October 1957. When India’'s first
Primeminister, Jawaharlal Nehru, waswatching aperformance at Delhi’sRamlilagrounds,
at the Red Fort, afirebroke out in ashamiana (decorated tent) dueto ashort-circuit. Then
Harish Chandra, a 14-year old scout, promptly took out his knife, and ripped open the
burning shamiana, saving thelives of hundreds of trapped people. Thisincident inspired
Pandit Nehru to initiate the awards. He asked the authorities to constitute an award to
honour brave children from all over the country, and thetradition has continued since then.
Harish Chandra became the first recipient of the award. In 2001, acommemorative book
titled “Brave Hearts’ wasrel eased featuring winnersof the Nationa Bravery Awards.

The 2008 Bravery Awards were given by the Vice-President, Mohammad Hamid
Ansari instead of the PrimeMinister. For thefirst timetherea nameof a2008 award winner,
12-year-old Balloon sdller, “Rahul” waswithheld, ashe had identified the men who planted
bombs on Barakhamba Road in New Delhi, during 13 September 2008 Delhi bombings. He
helped the police make sketches of the suspects. Amongst 21 bravery awards for 2009,
two posthumous awardsareincluded. Thesearetheawardsgiventothreegirls, RekhaKalindi
(11), SunitaMahato(11), and AfsanaK hatun(12), who revolted against child marriage.

Thisstory isknown to every Marathachild
through theballad of Sinhagadh. The Sinhagadh
fort was one of the 23 forts surrendered to the
Mughals as per the Purandar treaty.This act of surrender hurt the feelings of Marathas.
Therewasfireinthe heartsof Marathas. That firewould never subsidetill they takerevenge.

Onemorning, saystheballad of Sinhagad, Jijabai, Shivaji’smother waslooking out of
thewindow of Pratapgadh. She sawin thedistance the majestic monument —Sinhagadh,the
Lion Fort. She wanted Shivaji to win back thefort from the Mughals .But shivaji thought
that it was an impossible task. He knew that there was one man who can do this. And, that
was none other than Tangji. He sent for Tangji. But when Tanaji came, Shivgji did not have
the heart to tell hisdear comrade why he had been summoned. His mother Jijabai told him
the nature of hismission.

Thelion-hearted Tangji promised either to accomplishit or diein the process. He set
out at night and marched towardsthefortresswith hismen. Hereached thefortress secretly
onacold, clear and moonless night - in February 1670.

Hehad takenwith him Shivgji’ sfavouriteghor pad (Udumu) or lizard to assistin scaling
thefort wall. A ropewastied tothewaist of thelizard. Thelizard refused to follow the order
and climbthefort asit noticed adanger in climbing thefort . Tangji expressed hisanger. The
lizard obeyed hisorder. It wasterrified and scal ed the hill top which hel ped the Marathasto
go up thecliff.

Some soldiersreached thetop. Theguardsinthefort detected their arrival. Thesentries
were swiftly killed by the Marathas. But the clash of armsthoroughly roused the garrison.
Tang)i faced aserious problem. Many soldiersof histroopswerestill at the bottom of the
fort. Eventhen, he had to challenge the enemy that greatly outhumbered histroops. He has
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already made up hismind, and he ordered histroops
to launch the attack. Thefight proceeded. Tangji lost
many men, but his men caused heavy |losses on the
Moghul forces.

Tangji repeatedly sang to keep the spirits of his
soldiers high. After some hours, the Moghul
commander Uday Bhan was engaged in afight with
Tangji. The oddswere against the Maratha. Thelong
night march, the anxiety of the mission, scaling the
fort and the vigorousfight Tangji had already been engaged in before, had made him weak
completely. Hence, after alengthy fight, Tangji fell, never to get up.

However, thefight continued under theleadership of Surygi, Tangji’ sbrother. Thesoldiers
who were at the bottom of thefort reached thefort and continued fighting. The Mughal s bit
thedust. The Maratha soldiers brought thefort under their control. It wasagreat victory for
the Marathas! But there was no mood of joy of victory in their camp. The news of the
victory reached Shivaji. Herushed to thefort eagerly to congratulate Tangji. To his shock,
he saw the brave Tangji lifeless. The Ballad of Sinhagad describesthe grief assuch:

Twelve daysthe king wept over him for the great |ove that he bore him.The sorrow of
Jijabai was a so described: The scarf removed, she saw hisface, No worthier chief of the
race, it wasthus shewailed and drew asword, beforethearmiesof hisLord:” Shivgji sonand
king today, Your right hand has been chopped away” .When Shivagji learned of hisfriend’s
death, heremarked “ Gad ala pan Sinhagela”.

all the starving children around theworld whose criesgo unheard. | am hereto speak for the
countless animal s dying acrossthis planet becausethey have nowhereleft to go.

| am afraid to go out in the sun now, because of the holesinthe ozone. | am afraidto
breathe the air, because | don’t know what chemicals arein it. | used to go fishing in
Vancouver, my hometown, with my Dad, until just afew yearsago wefound thefish full of
cancers. And now we hear about animals and plants going extinct every day — vanishing
every day.

In my life, | have dreamt of seeing the great herds of wild animals, jungles, and
rainforests full of birds and butterflies, but now | wonder if they will even exist for my
childrento see. Did you haveto worry about these thingswhen you were of my age?
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Hereyou may be del egates of your governments, business peopl e, organisers, reporters
or politicians. But really, you are mothersand fathers, sistersand brothers, auntsand uncles.
And all of you are someone’schild. | amonly achild yet | know weareall part of afamily,
five billion strong, in fact, 30 million species strong and we all share the same air, water
and soil —borders and governmentswill never changethat. I am only achild yet | know we
areall inthistogether and should act as one single world towards one single goal. In my
anger, | am not blind, andin my fear, I'm not afraid to tell theworld how | feel.

I’monly achildyet | know if al the money spent on war was spent on ending poverty
and finding environmental answers, what awonderful placethis Earth would be.

At school, evenin kindergarten, you teach ushow to behavein theworld. You teach us
not to fight with others, to work things out, to respect others, to clean up our mess, not to
hurt other creatures, to share—not to be greedy. Then why do you go out and do the things
you tell us not to do?

Do not forget why you are attending these conferences, you are doing thisfor your
own children. You are deciding what kind of aworld wewill grow upin.

Parents should be able to comfort their children by saying, “ Everything isgoing to be
alright. It’s not the end of the world. We are doing the best we can.” But | don’t think you
can say that to usanymore. Are we even on your list of priorities?

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“PT.Usha India” Thiswastheaddressonaletter
from the Middle East. Theletter was delivered by the
postal department with no delay whatsoever. Thiswas
thegtatusof PILAVULLAKANDI THEKKEFARAMBIL
USHA who wasborn asthe second daughter of Paithal
and Lakshmi Ammaon 20" May 1964 in thevillage of
Payyoli, Kozhikode District, Kerala.

It wasNovember 1973 when adedicated physical
education teacher called Balakrishnan discovered Usha
whileconversing with aparent. Hiseyes, ever watchful,
kept drifting toagroup of small girlsplaying blind man’'s
bluff just acrossthefield. Wasthereapair of feet that
were moving extraordinarily fast? Wasthat tiny, dark
girl in her blue skirt and white blouse moving like an instinctive athlete? Patient as ever,
Balakrishnan waited for the gameto be over. Calling thelittlegirl, he gently enquired of
her, “What’syour name, child?’ Theshy littlegirl hardly raised her eyesfrom the ground.
“Usha,” shewhispered and added, “from Class|V.”

Thuswas made one of the greatest discoveriesin the athletic arenaof Asia, asimple
question from an observant master, and an equally unassuming answer from atiny village
girl fromadistant villagein Maabar in Kerala. That sameevening, at 4.15 p.m., Ushaheard
themagical wordsfor thefirst timein her life—On your Marks. Get set. Go. The Master
had explained to her what to do, and why. Confused, but very much aware of the* seriousness
of the occasion, sheran for her life. Therestishistory.

In 1975, Ushawas 11 yearsold and was practising vigoroudy for the sub-junior District
Meet—her first ever. Withthreedaysto go, Ushabadly injured her hed, whilepractising for the
longjump. Theday of theevent; al eyeswereon her; shewasso puny, so unbeievably tiny that
shewasthecrowd sfavouriteeven beforetherace started. A whitebandage on her hed won her
even more sympathy. She camefirgt in al the four events she participated in —100m, 200m,
long jump, and high jump. Shewasasotheindividua championat theMeet.

Academically, Ushawas an extremely bright student. Shewasawaysamongst thetop
threein her class and was popular with her teachers. She passed her standard VIl exams
with afirst classgrade. Just then, the government of Keralaannounced a separate Sports
Division for girls at Cannanore, a town with specia facilities for sports in addition to
regular studies.
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Ushajoined the Sports Division at Cannanore to improve her sport talent. She was
left inthe safehandsof C.H. Paitha, the headmaster of theschool. It wasat Cannanorethat
another great master fired her imagination so much that together they achieved the

impossible. Hisnamewas Madhavan Nambiar.

By 1977, Ushaand Nambiar wereinseparable.
Nambiar had found the ward he had been waiting
for dl hislifeand Ushahad found her guru. Nambiar
would, from now on, care for her like a father.
Usha's meticulous, systematic training began in

earnest.

Ushahad aregular training run on the beach
of Payyoli. She preferred to be trained alone, for
the vastness of the beach gave her a sense of
freedom. She ran joyfully and freely, and she |
derived her strength from the serenity and peace |
of her beloved Kerala surroundings. Nambiar
introduced his sand training in her programme to
enhance her performanceintheathletics, just after
the 1982 New Delhi Asian Games. Sand training had enhanced the performance of many
great athletes, from Edwin Mosestotop flight Indian athleteslike MilkhaSingh and Sriram

Singh.

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Though the componentsin aunit have been organi sed aslistening, speaking (ora activity),
reading and writing, an integrated treatment of these skills has been worked oui.

Vocabulary and grammar exercises have been contextually designed.

A few questions and activities, given under comprehension, do not target any fixed
responses; instead, they demand the |l earnersto use language authentically both orally
and in writing. These comprehension questions and the language activities are merely
stepping stonesfor thelearnersto gain proficiency inthe language and as such are not
goalsby themselves.

Componentsof a Unit

Face Sheet / Trigger: Each unit startswith apicture/ quotation/ poem followed by some
interactive questions. Thisistowarm-up the students and to generate genuine interest
towardsthe theme and the reading textsin the unit. Theteacher can put more number of
guestionsthat demand divergent responsesfrom childrenin order to encourage themto
interact more effectively.

Reading Texts: Every unit consists of three reading texts (Reading A, B and C). The
reading textsinclude different genres such as stories, narratives, biographical sketches,
short plays, speeches, monologues, letters, interviews and essays rel ated to the theme
of theunit. All textsarefollowed by glossary, and afew comprehension questions. You
will find the questionsthat help studentsthink critically, reflect on what they haveread,
and interpret thetext intheir own words. Teachers should follow the suggested transaction
process in the classroom.

Language Activities

Vocabulary: Thissection containssomevocabulary tasks/activities/exercises. You will
find matching questions, finding synonyms/ antonyms, phrasal verbs, multiple shades
of meanings, collocations, homonyms, homophones, homographs, idioms, word-
formation activities, etc.

Grammar: This section contains some grammar tasks/activities/exercises. You will
find tasksthat make the students explorethelanguage. You will also find activitiesthat
hel p studentsidentify grammatical errorsand edit them.

Writing: This section contains some written discourses that help students write
conversations, descriptions, narratives/ stories, messages, e-mails, SM Ses, diary entries,
letters, paragraph, an essays, biographical sketches, songs / poems and some other
discourses. You will also find some tasks that need group discussion, collation of
information from various sources, and then writing apiece collaboratively.

Sudy Skills: This section contains some tasks/activities/exercises to improve study
skills. Youwill find someverbal and nonverbal activitieslike pie charts, bar diagrams,
tables, advertisements, dictionary entries, route maps, etc. These activities help children
interprete, analyze and transfer the data, and use the language appropriately.
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Listening: Thissection containsa listening text (givenin Appendix-1) and afew tasks/
activities/exercisesto improve speaking and listening competencies. You will find some
listening comprehension questions, and questions that call for the students’ reflection
onwhat they havelistened to.

Oral Activity: This section contains some oral discourses to improve speaking
competencies. In this section you will find some oral activities that encourage the
children to participate in the conversations, discussions, debates, compering, presenting
reports, speeches, etc.

Project: This section contains one or two projects related to the theme of the unit.
They require studentsto find resources, to work out thetask i.e. collection, analysisand
interpretation of data, to prepare areport and to present their findings before the class.

Self -Assessment Checklist: Thechecklist given at the end of each unit helpsthelearner
to assess his/ her own learning. The self-assessment tools reflect al the sectionsin a
unit. Thischeck list also helpsthe teacher to assess the learning levels of children.

The Assessment
Language learning is a continuous process. Assessment is not an activity distinct
from learning. The Continuous and Comprehensive Assessment is proposed.

CCE isan attempt to shift from rote-learning to constructing knowledge and applying
it asand when required. CCE isan ongoing processand isanintegral part of thelesson. At
every point of classroom transaction, we will have to assess what the child has learnt for
whichthe same activitiesthat are used for teaching / learning are used. The questionsinthe
examination paper shall not smply be based on information given in thetextbooks but shall
create dots for the learner to use language in a meaningful way applying what she has
learnt. So *mugging up’ by the student will not be of any useto him or her.

Typesof Assessment

Therearetwo typesof assessment - 1. Formative Assessment 2. SummativeAssessment

Guiddines for Formative Assessment

Formative assessment is done based on four toolsthat cover al the language competencies
(Academic Standards). Theseare:

1. Read and Reflect 2. Written Works 3. Project Work 4. Slip Test

Teacher hasto assess the performance of thelearnersfor each term. 20 marksallotted
for Formative test in which 5 marks are allotted for each tool. Thisis not a single day
activity; itisacumulative account of what has happened in day- to-day classroom transaction.

Criteriafor awarding marksunder each tool:

Read and Reflect : The child hasto read one reading text (other than text book) such as
story, newsreport, articleetc. Children haveto read, comprehend and expresstheir opinion
inora andwritten. The oral and written reflections are the evidencesfor awarding marks.
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Written Works: Thisiswithregardto: 1. Exercisesgiveninthetext book, 2. Discourses
assigned to individuals during classroom transaction. 3. Answers to afew extrapolating
guestions.

Thefacilitator hasto go through the written works and award marks based on the
children’s performancein view of the presentation of their own thoughtswith well formed
sentences.

The child hasto maintain 2 note books. Thefirst oneismeant for read and reflect,
project work and dlip test. The second oneisexclusively for written works.

Projects. The oral and written performance of children which cover all the academic
standards / learning outcomes should be considered while awarding marksin various stages
i.e. planning, execution, analysisand interpretation of data, report writing and presentation
with feedback.

Slip Test: Thistest should be conducted without giving any prior noticeto children. This
test should cover the targeted discourses (by taking two / three targeted discourses in
each formative assessment). This practice will help children in attempting the written
discoursesin Summative Tests successfully. The teacher may conduct the dlip test for 20
marks so asto cover more number of questions. Finally it hasto be reduced to 5 marks.

Teacher’sunit cum period plan should reflect children’s oral performance.
Summative Assessment

Therewill beaSummativeAssessment after every term. Thetest isfor 100 marks.
Out of these, 20 marks are allotted for Formative assessment and 80 marks are all otted for
written test.

Theaverage marksof Formative 1 and 2 should be added to first Summative-1. The
average marksof four Formativetests should be added to final Summative-11 (Public exam).

AsCCE isaschool based assessment, every school should preparetheir own question
papersfor summative assessment.

Thefollowing arethe domains of Summative assessment.
1. Oral performance (10 marks)

2. Reading comprehension (25 marks)

3. Vocabulary and grammar (20 marks)

4. Conventionsof writing & spelling (5 marks)

5. Creative writing (Discourses) (20 marks)

the children oral performance during the period of particualar summative assessment.
